Young Men Doing Time
for Different Offenses

Forgetting his signed con»
fession of more thai & year ago,
when confronted with it he ad-
mitted his guilt and stated ihat he
had forgoilen signing a conf’ession.
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Lombard nhas served one reforma-
tory sentence a2t Anamosa for steal.
ing the brass fittings from a launch
on West Okobojl, being released in
1929, It is on account of this for-
mer senltence that he was sent te
Fort Madison for grand larceny on
the recent charge.

His two brolhers are now both
serving time In Jowa reformatlories.
Ieconard, who was paroled, was
eent back to serve five years for
breaking his parole, Andrew Lom-
bard is serving a 10-year sentence
for forgery.
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
