Huolyoke to buill Emily Abbey Hall,
a vesidence building to house under-!
graduate students at the collepo.

In January., 1938, she gave $100.-
000 to Sinith College for its general
scholurship fund to . be used to aid
students of high ranking who re.
quired fnancial ussistance, In May,
1939, she gave $50,000 to Connocticut
College of New London to build: o
model residenve co-operative dormi-
tory. The preceding year she had
given a similar sum to Abbott Acade-
my at Andover, oldest registered girls’
school in Massachusetts, In the fall
of the same year she gave $10,000
to Weslevan  University at  Middte-
town., Conn, for’ a scholavship en-
dowment and in 1939 added 310,000
to create the Abbey Memorial scholar-
ship funil,

In 1975 she gave $3000 to the
